Note: The normal fees for a 10’ a 10’ booth space are waived if you do not sell anything. However if you do intend
to sell the wares that you will be demonstrating, the booth space fee will be $40 for the two days.

Also please note that open fires are prohibited. There is no running water available at the site, you will have to carry
it in. Foods made for consumption are not permitted in this area. If you want to prepare and sell foods, this will fall
under the Food Vendor restrictions and you will need to register as a merchant. See the Vendor registration form.

The space that will be reserved for you is space only. If you need to rent a 10’ x 10’ canopy, the prices is $20 for the
canopy, 8’ tables rent for $10 and chairs for $2 each. All are payable in advance. Checks should be made out to the

Set Up: You will be able to begin setting up at 7 am on Saturday. If you have a vehicle to unload, it must be re-
moved to a parking area as soon as it is unloaded and will not be permitted in the area after 10 am. Vehicles will not
be permitted in the area until after the Pagan Picnic is over.
